REFLECTION 
On 19th of March 2021, the Church will celebrate five years since the publication of Pope Francis’ Apostolic

Each day has a theme reflecting on family life through the lens of 
Saint Joseph, whom we are also celebrating as part of the family year. It has at its centre the prayer from Pope 
Francis which he wrote for the Year of St Joseph and some inspiring reflections from 'The Joy of Love' (Amoris
